Promulgated by the Governor in the sixty-eighth year of the Republic of India.

An Ordinance further to amed the Madhya Pradesh Municipal Corporation Act, 1956 and the
Madhya Pradesh Municipalities Act, 1961.

WHEREAS, the State Legislature is not in session and the Governor of Madhya Pradesh is satisfied
that circumstances exist which render it necessary for him to take immediate action;
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Now, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (1) of article 213 of the Constitution
of India, the Governor of Madhya Pradesh is pleased to promulgate the following Ordinance :—
